and the father of Adam Kiyo-

shi Clark..

On June 20th, Chaplains and 
Pastoral Counselors met for 
dinner and discussion in Vir-
ginia Beach, Virginia, on the 
eve of the Mission Summit 
Biennial.  Greetings were 
brought by outgoing national 
President of Ministers Coun-
cil, Rev. Dr. DeeDee Turling-
ton, and Rev. Dr. Patricia 
Hernandez, national Director 
of American Baptist Women 
in Ministry. Dale Pracht, ex-
ecutive committee member, 
gave the invocation. 
 
 Following fellowship and 
dinner, Rev. Dr. Sarah Fogg, 
chapter treasurer and dinner 
convener, led a discussion 
about the future of our chap-
ter of Ministers Council.  She 
began with survey results 
obtained earlier from chapter 
members, noting that two-
thirds on the respondents 
were seasoned chaplains and 
counselors with more than 10 
to 20 years’ experience. 
 
A significant finding was 
survey respondents’ involve-
ment with ABC organiza-
tions.  The local level ranked 
highest for involvement, 
which decreased through 
regional and national groups.  
Dinner attendees were not 
surprised to hear that the low-

est level of involvement was 
with the Ministers Council 
chapter of chaplains and pas-
toral counselors.  They cited 
a strong preference for “real” 
connection to those who are 
local, face-to-face, and avail-
able for immediate feedback 
and support.  Attendees also 
remarked that individual job 
requirements sometimes con-
flict, especially in timing, 
with denominational offer-
ings. 
 
Nevertheless, survey re-
spondents revealed high in-
terest in receiving future ser-
vices from the chapter.  Din-
ner attendees prioritized 
those potential services, rank-
ing them from highest to low-
est—workshops or seminars 
offered at regional and na-
tional meetings, an up-to-date 
membership roster of chapter 
members, a website with job 
opening postings, reviews of 
books and articles relevant to 
our ministry fields, etc., and 
opportunities for networking 
among chapter members. 
 
Next came dinner attendees’ 
best thinking on how to pro-
vide such desired benefits 
when our chapter has no paid 
staff or large-enough budget 

to employ a staff person.  The 
following ideas surfaced:  
unpaid interns, volunteer 
grant writers, TIM grant sup-
port, platforms available 
through MinstrElife, Face-
book or national Ministers 
Council, more participation 
in monthly MC webinars 
from our membership (see 
MC Webinar highlights  be-
low), asking those who 
showed high interest in spe-
cific chapter services to plan, 
launch, and/or maintain a 
particular service, network 
this evening at the dinner or 
through follow-up emails, 
and encourage more people 
to join the chapter, increasing 
funds and talent pool.  
 
Some dinner attendees joined 
the chapter immediately. 
Many more stayed to mingle 
and discuss their interest and 
enthusiasm for moving the 
chapter forward.  Join us this 
year in that effort!

Article I – Name 

 

The name of this body shall be 

The Ministers Council for Chap-

lains and Pastoral Counselors, 

American Baptist Churches USA  

 

Article II – Purpose 

 

Section 1.   The purpose of this 

body is to build up the Church of 

Jesus Christ by sustaining and 

improving the professional 

church leadership of the Ameri-

can Baptist Churches USA in 

general, and chaplains and pasto-

ral counselors in particular. 

Section 2.  To achieve this pur-

pose this body shall: 

a.  maintain professional and 

ethical standards of the Christian 

ministry; 

b.  give support to the members 

of this body and be an advocate 

for them in their professional 

associations and in denomina-

tional life 

c.  interpret the appropriate roles 

of chaplains and pastoral counse-

lors to the constituent parts of 

our denomination and to the 

local American Baptist churches; 

d.  encourage the recruitment 

and nurture of candidates for 

chaplaincy and pastoral counsel-

ing; 

e.  provide a means for expres-

sion and debate by members of 

this body on issues that affect the 

professional leadership of the 

American Baptist Churches USA  

f.  cooperate with the appropriate 

units of the American Baptist 

Churches USA in matters of 

mutual interest and concern in-

cluding: 1) recruitment, 2) place-

ment, 3) compensation, 4) con-

tinuing education, and 5) coun-

seling 

g. encourage the members of this 

body to fully participate in the 

constituent Ministers Council in 

their Region;                              

h.  give support to the Commit-

tee on Chaplains and Pastoral 

Counselors and to National Min-

istries’ Office of Chaplaincy and 

Pastoral Counseling Services. 

 

 Article III – Relationships 

 

Section 1.  The Ministers Coun-

cil for Chaplains and Pastoral 

Counselors cooperates with the 

American Baptist Churches USA 

in the purposes and objectives of 

that body. 

Section 2. The Ministers Coun-

cil for Chaplains and Pastoral 

Counselors is for those persons 

in relationship with the Commit-

tee on Chaplains and Pastoral 

Counselors and with the Office 

of Chaplaincy and pastoral 

Counseling Services, and will 

work in a cooperative and sup-

portive manner with them. 

Section 3.  It is at the option of 

each endorsee to relate to the 

Ministers Council for Chaplains 

and Pastoral Counselors or to the 

nearest Council, or both. 

Article IV – Membership                       

Section 1.   Eligibility for mem-

bership in this body shall be for 

individuals who are approved or 

endorsed for ministry to persons 

in special need by the Commit-

tee on Chaplains and Pastoral 

Counselors, or who are retired 

endorsees, and who pay dues to 

this body. 

Section 2.  Membership in this 

body shall be for the calendar 

year.                                            

Section 3.  Dues for this body 

shall be payable at the beginning 

of each calendar year. 

Section 4.  Dues shall be estab-

lished by the Executive Commit-

tee with the approval of this 

body.  The privilege of voting 

and holding office in this body is 

reserved for those active mem-

bers who pay dues. 

Section 5.  Honorary life mem-

bership shall be conferred upon 

those persons who are listed as 

retired in the “Directory of Pro-

fessional Church Leaders of the 

American Baptist Churches 

USA” and who were active 

members of this body, or another 

Ministers Council, for at least 

three of the five years prior to 

their retirement.  Life members 

shall not be required to pay an-

nual dues, but may choose to do 

so, and shall be considered ac-

tive members. 

Section 6.  With the exception of 

honorary life members, member-

ship in the Ministers Council for 

Chaplains and Pastoral Counse-

lors shall cease when either: 

a. dues are not paid; 

b.  an individual is no longer 

approved or endorsed by the 

Committee on Chaplains and 

Pastoral Counselors. 

Article V – Officers     

 Section 1.  Titles: The Officers 

of the Ministers Council for 

Chaplains and Pastoral Counse-

lors shall be: a President, a Vice 

President, the immediate past 

President, a Secretary, a Treasur-

er, a Senator(s), and Endorsee 

Representatives.  All officers of 

this body shall be active mem-

bers of this body at the time of 

their election, except the spouse 

Representative. 

Section 2.  Representation and 

Terms of Office: 

a.  The President shall be elected 

by the body to a four year term.

b.  The Vice President shall be 

elected by the body for a two 

year term. The Vice President 

may serve two consecutive two 

year terms.  

c.  Seven Endorsee Representa-

tives shall be elected from their 

respective constituencies by the 

body to four year terms in two 

classes of three and four each, a 

class being elected in each bien-

nium.  The Endorsee Represent-

atives shall be designated as 

follows: 1) Military Chaplain on 

Extended Active Duty, 2) Mili-

tary Chaplain not on Extended 

Active Duty, 3) Spouse of Mili-

tary Chaplain on Extended Ac-

tive Duty, 4) Institutional Chap-

lain/CPE Supervisor, 5) Institu-

tional Chaplain Not a   CPE 

Supervisor, 6) Pastoral Counse-

lor, and 7) Retired Endorsee.  

Geographical,   racial, ethnic, 

and gender balance must be 

considered in the nomination and 

election of Endorsee Representa-

tives. 

d.  No President or Endorsee 

Representative may immediately 

succeed himself or herself in the 

same election category. 

e.  Terms of office shall begin on 

September 1 of the election year. 

 

Section 3.  Executive Commit-

tee: 

a. Upon election, the President, 

Vice President, immediate Past 

President and Endorsee Repre-

sentatives shall elect a Secretary 

and a Senator(s) from among the 

Endorsee Representatives. 

b.  Upon election, the President, 

Vice President, immediate Past 

President, Secretary, Senator(s) 

and Endorsee Representatives 

will appoint or renew the ap-

pointment of a Treasurer from 

among the current body of the 

Ministers Council for Chaplains 

and Pastoral Counselors. 

c.  All Officers serve as mem-

bers of the Executive Committee 

d.  With the exception of the 

President, terms of office within 

the Executive Committee shall 

be two (2) years. The Senate 

Delegate(s) and the Vice Presi-

dent may serve two consecutive 

two (2) year terms.  The treasur-

er is appointed by the Executive 

Committee. 

 

Section 4. Duties:                      

a. The President shall: 

1.  preside at all meetings of the 

Ministers Council for Chaplains 

and Pastoral Counselors and the 

Executive Committee; 

2.  be an ex-officio member of 

all other committees of this 

body. 

b.  The Vice President shall 

serve in the place of the Presi-

dent when designated 

c.  The Secretary shall:              

1.  keep an accurate record of the 

current proceedings of this body 

and the Executive Committee 

2.  provide for the safekeeping of 

the records and official docu-

ments of this body 

d.  The Treasurer shall:              

1.  assist the President and the 

Executive Committee in all areas 

of finance 

2.  be authorized to sign checks 

3.  submit financial records for 

an annual audit 

e.  The Senator(s) shall:             

1.  represent this body in the 

Ministers Council Senate 

2.  represent this body in other 

Ministers Councils as directed 

f.  The Endorsee Representatives 

shall:                                          

1.  represent this body’s constitu-

ents 

2.  participate as Officers in the 

duties of the Executive Commit-

tee 

Article VI – Executive       

Committee 

Section 1.  Executive Committee 

a.  There shall be an Executive 

Committee of this body com-

posed of the President, the Vice 

President, the immediate past 

President, the Secretary, the 

Treasurer, the Senator(s), the 

other duly elected Endorsee 

Representatives and the Endors-

ing Agent (ex-officio). 

b.  The duties of the Executive 

Committee shall be to: 

1.  conduct the affairs of this 

body between meetings 

2.  appoint the committees need-

ed to perform the work of this 

body 

 3.  determine the size and term 

of appointed committees, and 

review annually the work of 

such committees 

4.  plan for the national meetings 

and other programs of this body 

 5.  name representatives from 

this body to other organizations 

upon request 

6.  appoint an Assistant Editor of 

Minster magazine, as needed 

7.  appoint a Nominating Com-

mittee which shall present a slate 

of officers to the body 

8. fill all positions vacated be-

tween elections. 

 

Article VII – Committees and 

Task Forces 

Section 1.  The Nominating 

Committee will make nomina-

tions reflecting geographic bal-

ance, the constituency of male/

female and ethnic diversity as 

well as those in specialized areas 

of ministry of this body. 

Section 2.  Other committees or 

task forces may be established as 

the need arises. 

Article VIII – Meetings 

Section 1.  The body shall con-

vene at the time of the Biennial 

Meeting of the American Baptist 

Churches USA to determine 

general policies, formulate rec-

ommendations, elect officers, set 

dues on recommendation of the 
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Executive Committee, and adopt 

the budget.  Persons unable to at-

tend the Biennial Meeting may vote 

by absentee ballot. 

Section 2.  The Executive Commit-

tee shall meet annually and at such 

other times as it may deem neces-

sary. 

Section 3.  Those present at the 

meeting of this body at the Biennial 

Meeting of the American Baptist 

Churches USA shall constitute a 

quorum.  Four elected officers 

present shall constitute a quorum 

for the Executive Committee. 

Article IX – Parliamentary     

Authority 

The current edition of Roberts’ 

Rules of Order shall be the manual 

to guide this body in all matters of 

parliamentary practice not pre-

scribed in these Bylaws or special 

rules which this body may adopt. 

Article X – Amendment of      

Bylaws 

These Bylaws may be amended at 

any meeting of the body by a two – 

thirds vote of those present and 

voting, provided that the amend-

ment has been recommended by the 

Executive Committee of this body 

or proposed upon written signature 

of fifteen (15) members and notice 

of such an amendment has been 

submitted in writing to all at least 

one month prior to the meeting at 

which such amendment is to be 

voted upon.

From four (4) to three (3) in  Article VIII, Section 3.
